Beech Class (Years 3 and 4) 
Beech Class have had 
a fantastic two weeks 
back at school, jam 
packed with exciting 
new learning. Within 
English, the children 
have been learning to 
write in rhyming cou-
plets and creating a 
cautionary tale. Within maths, the children have contin-
ued to learn all about angles and their properties. The 
children are also thoroughly enjoying learning the songs 
for our school production and it's great to hear some 
many of them are practising at home too. 
 
Ash Class (Years 5 and 6) 
Over the past two weeks the children have been audition-
ing and then receiving their roles for the end of year pro-
duction. All of the song lyrics and costume ideas are in 
the collaboration space of their One Note on Office365. 
We are still continuing with maths and English with the 
children consolidating their addition and subtraction 
knowledge or completing a real-life maths project linked 
to baking. In English, we are focusing on what makes a 
great piece of writing and the children used their experi-
ence about World War II evacuees to write a narrative 
based in the train station.  In RE, we are asking, answer-
ing and discussing the BIG question: Why do people 
believe in God? The children have shown excellent 
knowledge and maturity during these sessions. We have 
also begun a new Code to the Future project with Coach 
Campbell - designing and making a bounce game.
